The day marks the birth 

anniversary of Birsa Munda, who led movements against British rule and fought for 

the rights and dignity of tribal people. The SC/ST Cell, in association with the NSS 

Unit, celebrated the occasion to commemorate his 150th Birth Anniversary through a 

special programme for first-year law students. The event was presided over by Prof.
